The successful applicant for this position will be working alongside the Head Dive
Officer and together be responsible for providing dive training and PADI
certifications (50/50 split) and running diving operations for our small team of
International and Malagasy scientists, support staff, external researchers,
students from the Marine Institute (IH.SM), 4—12 volunteer research assistants,
and 6-8 DiveMaster Interns.

This position is a minimum 12-month contract with the chosen candidate
to be out in Madagascar by the end of June 2016, ideally earlier.

Adaptable with good practical problem solving abilities.

Financial ability to pay the cost for your international return flight to
Madagascar and one domestic flight to the south of Madagascar.

Financial ability to cover initial costs of standard travel insurance and
professional diving medical insurance and standard dive equipment
insurance.
