***** PADI PIC cards – these cards you fill in and our instructor fills in once you have completed the PADI course and is then sent to PADI to get your certification card, which is what the fee for the cards covers. Sometimes these can be bought with the crew packs, so ask your local dive shop if they can sell these to you. Otherwise you can buy these cards off ReefDoctor for the fees show.
