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Domestic Flights

® Reef Doctor staff will not be able to meet
volunteers upon arrival at Antananarivo
International Airport. However, if you need to stay
overnight in the capital we can arrange a room at
the hotel and airport transfers.

® You will need to make you own way to the town of
Toliara in the South of Madagascar for collection and transfer to the Reef Doctor base.

® Toliara has a domestic airport and it is best to fly here from Antananarivo.

® The town of Toliara has a number of spellings the main ones are as follows; Toliara, Tulear,
and Toliary - the airport code is TLE.

® All domestic flights are serviced by Air Madagascar (www.airmadagascar.com) and
Madagasikara Airways (www.madagasikaraairways.com), so please book with them
directly or ask Student Universe (or another travel agent) to do so (highly recommended as
this covers you in the event of missed or delayed connecting flights).

® Domestic flights in Madagascar are expensive (average single flight is 200 Euros) but quick -
an average time of 1 hour from Antananarivo to Toliara.

® We recommend that volunteers buy a single flight inbound from Antananarivo to Toliara
and on your outbound journey you take public transport (taxi bus) from Toliara back to
Antananarivo. We highly recommend taking the road back to the capital because you will
be able to see more of the amazing ever-changing landscapes of Madagascar, travelling
from the arid south to the more temperate central plateau where Antananarivo is located.
However, this is up to you depending on how adventurous you are; the trip is
approximately 1000 km and it will take 2 days, breaking the journey up staying overnight at
a hotel halfway. It is also a lot cheaper than flying; 20 Euros for public bus (hotel and food
will be another ~20 Euros).

® |f you wish to save money and also take the taxi bus down from the capital to Toliara we
can arrange this for you through the hotel we will book you into as you will need to stay
overnight in the capital.
